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This dissertation consists of  5 chapters. Chapter 1 is an introduction. The theme of 

juvenile del inquency has often been researched, especially in relation to broken home 

environments or poor social environments. However, the relationship between juvenile 

del inquency and local  cultural characteristics that wil l  be identif ied in this study has not 

received much attention. This study wil l analyze juvenile del inquency and family 

education in “ locali ty.”  In their dai ly l ives, or in their interactions with their environment 

within the family, school, and community, adolescents are not separated from local  

cultural characteristics. This is particularly so in the Indonesian society, which is a 

plural ist society consisting of various ethnic groups, rel igions, creeds, and groups from 

different backgrounds.

The purpose of this study is to clari fy the relationship between di fferent local 

characteristics in Indonesia with family education and juvenile del inquency. For this 

purpose, in this research, i t is essential to know the characteristics of each area, such as 

the characteristics of juvenile delinquency in f ive provinces, and the reason of it. A lso, 

parenting style, parents’ awareness of globalization, and religion wil l  be analyzed.

This research is a quantitative research that compares f ive areas in Indonesia: 

Jakarta, A ceh, Bali , Papua, and Yogyakarta. The reason for choosing these provinces is 

the fact that A ceh, Yogyakarta, Papua, and Jakarta are provinces with special status and 

unique characteristics that distinguish them from other provinces.

The researcher distributed questionnaires to students participating in the study and 

their parents at one junior high school and one senior high school in each of the five 

provinces. The total number of responses col lected was 3600 questionnaires, consisting 
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of 1800 questionnaires of  parents and 1800 questionnaires of students.

In addition, the researcher also conducted interviews to obtain more detai led and 

in-depth secondary data. Interviews were used to col lect information about issues that 

could not be obtained through questionnaires. The researcher interviewed five delinquents 

face-to-face and directed towards specif ic issues and were conducted in July 2019.

The reason why the researcher chooses these schools is because these schools are 

located in the capital city of  each province, in a stable environment and these school can 

describe the condition of  juvenile del inquency at school in Indonesia in general, also the 

researcher thought that the inf luence of  local law or policy and local characteristics on 

inf luence the adolescence in these schools is also reliable.

In chapter 2, the researcher already examined based theory and l i terature that wil l 

be used in this research. The researcher found that many studies focus on economic 

factors due to juvenile delinquent, and the majority of the research data is from parents’ 

point of view. In this chapter, i t was found that Indonesian government started a program 

in relation with family education in 2015 in order for decreasing juvenile delinquent 

among Indonesian adolescent. 

In chapter 3 wil l  discuss the types of juvenile del inquency in Indonesia in f ive areas 

and the causes of juvenile del inquency, regarding the family, school, and community,

based on questionnaire data. A lso wil l examine the relationship between juvenile 

del inquency and local characteristics, l ike religion, the development of social media, and 

globalization. The researcher used the data col lected from children to analyse juvenile 

del inquency at f ive areas and its correlation with local characteristics.

In chapter 4 wil l  examine how family education is related to local characteristics.

The reseacher used parents data to know the family education in Indonesia and its relation 

with local characteristics. 

Chapter 5 includes conclusions and reccomendations. Based on the results about the 

reason of del inquency, respondents in Aceh, Jakarta and Papua believed that family was 

the source of juvenile delinquency. In A ceh, Bali , and Yogyakarta there were more 

respondents who agreed that the cause of  juvenil le del inquency was school . A l l  of the

aspects of society were signif icantly corelated with the juvenile delinquency. In the 

analysis of local characteristics, strict religion correlated with the number of  juvenile 

del inquency, but globalization in this research, no specif ic tendency could be found 
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between juvenile del inquents and globalization. Each of  the f ive areas has different result 

due to this factor.

The result about the correlation between family education and local  characteristics 

in Indonesia showed that every area has different result in parenting style. The 

comparison of parenting styles with the strength and weakness of  strict rel igion in 5 areas

in Indonesia as a whole implied that the forms of parenting style in the four areas are 

different because parents have different inf luences f rom rel igious strictness, which they 

apply in their parenting style in each area. A lso, the parental awareness of  globalization 

in the surrounding environment does not have a certain tendency to form a parenting style 

in the five areas in Indonesia.
