The Construction of Language Maps on GIS

Manabu SUGIT

There is great advantage in drawing linguistic distribution maps on GIS (Geographic
Information System). It makes possible to visualize the transition of linguistic distribu-
tion with time by layering several maps of different periods. Moreover, it enables inves-
tigation into the origins of languages and the interaction between the geographic fea-
tures and the distribution of languages. GIS facilitates various analyses combining ap-
parently unrelated features.

In this project, we have not only constructed GIS handling layers of linguistic and
geographic features, but also made it possible to distribute the texts, videos and audio
data about a vocabulary on the internet linked with our web and video streaming server.
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
